Declaration

Mindful of the importance of exerting of all efforts, to enhance peace and stability in our country, we express our profound anxiety of the negative outcome resulting from the decision to halt the work of the local and international voluntary work organizations. We feel concerned and worried that this decision will lead to a gap in the health, nutrition, availability of potable water and in overall collapse in the psychological, social and health situation in the war-torn areas in Darfur, the places where internally displaced people in Khartoum and others war areas.


As we expect that this decision will directly and mostly affect women and children in war zones, specially in the camps ( estimate to be housing 1.5 million) declare loudly our profound concern to the unwise government steps to expel some active organizations in these areas and the negative impact  it will create as regards the welfare of the people. We, in addition, state our sympathy and support with them in their impending disaster.


The group as well refers to the economic, social and psychological effect the decision will have on so many Sudanese who lost their jobs with these organizations, which will negatively affect their financial situation and family situations (estimated to more than 20,000 workers).

It is out of concern of the stability and peace of our country and its inhabitants, we declare our concern that this decision may cause the collapse of the economic, social and security situations which will lead to the weakening of the social fabric and affect the unity of internal front, and threaten the peace process. While we encourage and call for the application of wisdom and using calm diplomacy, through cementing channels of communication with the international community who is working hard to safeguard peace and security in the world.


As we believe in the ideals of transparency and accountability and importance of consolidating and stability in the Sudan. And mindful of the vital role the national civil society and international organizations play in cementing these values, we urge that the national and international organizations resume their activities that were suspended so that the efforts to establish security and peace for the individuals, especially in the war zones, be maintained.


We as well state our commitment to build a country which does not recognize injustice and atrocities against the individuals, while supporting all national efforts made in that direction.
